Architekturforum Tirol transformed into aut. architektur und tirol 

(aut. architecture and tyrol)
Since 1994 the Architekturforum Tirol (since December 2004 under its new name aut. architektur und tirol) is an institution with a gallery for mediating Tyrolean and international Architecture – formed by a group of Tyrolean Architects in 1993 – to an interested public. It is a place for communication, a forum where ”linguistic”, intellectual but also sensuous debates on architectural subjects as well as on subjects shaping the living space in general, are being offered via different kinds of media: exhibitions with local, international (Ben van Berkel, Zaha Hadid, Dominique Perrault) and historical relations, exhibitions of competitions, lectures and discussions, publications, film events and studies (http://www.aut.cc).

Under our new name aut. architektur und tirol we have moved to the newly adapted brewery-house formerly named Adambräu (architecture: Lois Welzenbacher, adaptation: working pool Köberl + Giner & Wucherer_Pfeifer) in December 2004.

The Adambräu is an industrial building from the 1920is and was in use as a brewery until the early 1990is. As it has been listed as a historic monument 1996 and therefore saved from being destroyed, our plans to move into that place started to become real. Our intention is to establish the new Adambräu together with the Archiv für Baukunst der Universität Innsbruck (Archive for architecture of the University of Innsbruck) as a competence centre for architecture in the alpine region.

In 1999 the Architekturforum Tirol and representatives of the University of Innsbruck worked out a concept, which planned the removal of Architekturforum Tirol as well as the establishment of an archive for architecture in the former brewery named Adambräu. These two institutions have moved into the newly adapted house in December 2004. The Adambräu is a unique building in Austria, a symbolic historic building of classical Modernism from the famous Tyrolean architect Lois Welzenbacher (1889-1955). His work has been the only Austrian contribution for the exhibition „The international Style“ in the Museum of modern Art in New York in 1932. At January 14th in 2005 the two institutions will reopen the house together as a house for architecture.

As the city of Innsbruck is the owner of the house the chance opened to receive a monument-protected building by transforming it to a meaningful use on the one hand – on the other hand the settling of these two institutions enables and supports the development of town construction in this area by cultural activities. 

The conceptional as well as contentwise layering within the new house offers one in Austria unique linkage of historical and current topic fields in architecture. The intentions are to promote on the one hand the dialogue between experts, on the other hand we want to get in touch with people, economy and politics in order to get the process of awareness moving, that intelligent and high-quality design of environment being an important investment into the future.

Institution

aut. architecture and tirol (formerly Architekturforum Tirol)
The Architekturforum Tirol was created in 1993 as a private association and started 1994 with its program in the Innsbrucker Erlerstrasse. Since then the Architekturforum Tirol organized exhibitions to historical and contemporary topics of architecture, symposiums, readings, lectures, Movie-Programs related to architectural topics in cooperation with Cinematograph/LEOKINO-Cinema and workshops, work-discussions in contemporary buildings, which were carried out in Tyrol. A collection of movies with more than 400 film examples on the topics architecture, city and design, an online-data base of buildings (www.aut.cc) as well as numerous publications supplements our work. Besides the Architekturforum Tirol functioned as network knot for architecture-interested as well as co-operation partner in the organization and completion of „Tyrolean Award for Contemporary Building“

Lois Welzenbacher planned the brewery-House named Adambräu in 1926/27. It is one of his few still existing buildings. It is a modern industrial building, symbol for the rationalism of technology, which Lois Welzenbacher had developed from the conditions of the production process. The concept of form and function was however openly enough to permit a new use. The architect partnership köberl + giner&wucherer_pfeifer retains the spirit of the house with a sensitive internal transformation. The former structure remains noticeable – new, completely contrary contents and functions inserts themselves smoothly into the complex space structure and originally corresponds in a metaphorical sense with the former industrial use.

If a monument-protected building of the classical Modernism is adapted and reopened, then the architecture becomes the centre of interest. Hearing-stations, videos and documentations lead the visitor from the concrete object Adambräu across its urban environment to the architectural discourse in Tyrol and beyond.

Movie Adambräu

The movie “Adambräu” of the Austrian video artist Sabine Jelinek documents the building before its adaptation and blends the pictorial material with comments of the former brewing master Peter Leipert to the brewing process. 

Historical photos, sketches and plan material supply background information for the developing process of the building.

Urban space

In the video “measure” the two filmmakers Erwin Feyersinger and Heinz Kamutzki touch the urban environment of the Adambräu, from the river Sill over the freight station area up to the Wiltener road courses and backyards. 

Historical documents and photos of the trade area at the former river Sillkanal and visualizations of planned building projects supplement the view of this heterogeneous urban space.

Voices for architecture and Tyrol

The book “reprint” appearing on the occasion of the opening is the basis for 11 hearing stations, which assembles statements from the architecture discourse of the past 100 years in Tyrol. The different text cut outs and thus different „voices“ arrange an atmospheric view into the respective decade and give at the same time to one „an audible " idea of the architectural history of the 20th and beginning 21st Century. 

Hearing station to architecture and Tyrol

The highest exhibition level invites for “synaesthetics” perception and for dreaming. The following topics are cut outs from texts of literature and philosophy: the world, the city, the place, the area, the colour, and the perception.

The Tyrolean actors Brigitte Jaufenthaler and Johann Nikolussi read the texts.

Installation

“Normhammerkonzert”

Composed by Reinhardt hone old and Rens Veltman

A conceptional component of the opening exhibition is the “Normhammerkonzert” of Reinhardt Honold (architect) and Rens Veltman (artist). The composition transforms the house with its urban surrounding field into an installation that becomes a complex music instrument. 

„The quality of life, as far as it is affected by architecture and town planning, does not depend by any means only on the visual signals, which send our built areas. If we presuppose functional and climatic fitness as matter of course, some other parameters are crucial for it whether areas are accepted or not. Like that anyhow also the acoustic quality of our environment is relevant for individual and social well-being feeling.

Where always we arrange and produce environment with the means of building, we create also acoustic conditions, which affect lastingly our social behaviour and our able to communicateness. With the installation, which we call standard hammer concert, we use the Adambräu and its urban surrounding field as an orchestra. ”
